To receive an update from the Clerk on current issues
.
The Clerk noted that there had been no response from David Wilson Homes regarding installation of the approved play equipment for Maple Way Park

A quotation has been requested for the road ‘play mat’ in Weaver Springs Park.  
The entrance at Weaver Springs Park has now been widened and 9 parking bays have been marked in the car park.  Due to the gravel moving around it has been decided not create any further parking bays and instead to look towards marking these by digging in small bricks which will ensure the parking bays are permanent.
Organisation of the Seaside Event taking place on 4th-6th Aug in Wood Street Park is nearing completion and the arrangements for the Town Show on 22nd August at Age UK are well underway.

LP15/022
To establish how to grass an area in Mill Lane Cemetery


The area which needs grassing measures 40m x 2m and the cost to turf this area will be £128 (3 suppliers contacted).  The cost of the hydro mousse previously suggested will be £84.  
It was noted that the hydro mousse reviews aren’t good and tend to suggest that this is a gimmick.  Based upon this, and the fact that grass seed has failed to take together with the additional labour as a result of the Groundcare staff having to clear this area twice, the Clerk recommended that Council take no further gambles with this area, and purchase the required turf for a sum of £128.

PROPOSED by Cllr C Ellis and SECONDED by Cllr M Tebbett
It was RESOLVED that the area in Mill Lane Cemetery be planted with shrubs and covered with mulch.

To note the cost of maintaining the hedge by Weaver Springs Park and to agree how to proceed
The Clerk noted that the cost of maintaining the additional section of hedge by Weaver Springs Park will be £45 per year and will be maintained 

during October and May.

 hedge by Weaver Springs Park be maintained for a cost of £45 per year.

To approve a design for Hall Field Toddler Area


A document was previously circulated to all members detailing the three suppliers/quotations (Hags - £100k, Proludic - £85k and Eibe £65k) the three themed designs were tabled.


The Deputy Clerk confirmed that £109k of s.106 maintenance monies could be utilised for play equipment suitable for 0-8 years old on Hall Field. A consultation is to be arranged. 

PROPOSED by Cllr C Ellis and SECONDED by Cllr P Statham 
It was RESOLVED to proceed with Proludic at a cost of £85k.
LP15/025
To consider allowing a volunteer to use Weaver Springs Park to host a Family Sports Day

A letter requesting use of Weaver Springs Park was circulated to members prior to the meeting.

The Clerk noted that the volunteer would need to organise their own Public Liability Insurance for the event, which would need to be checked and documented by the Town Council.  ESTC’s only liability would be in relation to the provision of the Park. 


PROPOSED by Cllr J Brown and SECONDED by Cllr M Tebbett

It was RESOLVED to allow the volunteer to use Weaver Springs Park to host a Family Sports Day and animal marquee event providing that they have their own public liability insurance in place.

To consider gaining quotations for landscaping an area in Hall Field 


The Clerk explained that the area which would benefit from landscaping is by the left hand side of the path (looking at Hall Field from the car park opposite Ashfields up to and including the motte)
